While observing the bombardment of Fort McHenry, Maryland, in 1814, Francis Scott Key
wrote new words for a well-known drinking song, To Anacreon in Heaven, to celebrate the
futility of the British attack and the American victory. In 1931, the Congress proclaimed
The Star Spangled Banner to be the national anthem of the United States.

The Testament of Freedom Thompson
I. The God Who Gave Us Life

The opener for t owha yiitten Dbyo ¢éndrenitt American composer Randall
Thompson, who was born in New York City in 1899 and died in Boston in 1984. Thompson

was educated at Harvard and a professor of music at several distinguished American

centers of musical excellence. He twice won Guggenheim Fellowships and received
numerous awards and honorary doctoral degrees from Yale, Harvard, and the New England
Conservatory of Music. To honor the 200t anni ver sary of Thomas Jef
Thompson selected texts fromJ ef f er sonds writings spanning decad
life for inclusion in his own new work.3 Movement I is from A Summary View of the Rights

of British America written in 1774 in which Jefferson stated:

One of the best known patriotic songs of our time, America, the Beautiful was written by
Katherine Lee Bates, Wellesley College, in 1893. The music is by Samuel Ward, an organist
and composer. Along with the natural and biblical imagery there is also a reference to
man-made wonder svii siBatteosd@ he 1892 Chicago Worl dds
rise to the line describing Ameri cads OAPFabaster cities.

Summertime Gershwin/ Robinson

Soloist: Alice Young

The lyrics of Summertime are by DuBose Heyward and Ira Gershwin. The song comes from
the George Gershwin musical Porgy and Bess. It is said Gershwin based the song on a
Ukrainian lullaby, Oi Khodyt Son Kolo Vikon (A Dream Passes By The Windows), that he
heard during a New York City performance by Oleksander Koshetz& Ukrainian National

Chorus. The lullaby appears several times throughout the musical{ sung by Cl ar a

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Blue Skies Berl in/ Emerson

The song Blue Skies, from the Rodgers and Hart musical Betsy, was a hit and continues to
live on, although the musical itself was a flop and closed after only 39 performances. The
next year (1927), Ben Delvin recorded a version that became a #1 hit. Count Basie and
Benny Goodman both recorded versions that made it to the Top 10. It went on to be
featured in The Jazz Singer, the first feature-length motion picture with synchronized
dialogue sequences. In 1946 a movie titled Blue Skies came out, starring Bing Crosby and
Fred Astaire, which featured songs of Irving Berlin.”

* Eternal Father Dykes

In 1860 William Whiting wrote the lyrics as a poem for a student about to sail for America.
John Dykes wrote the tune Melita in 1861. Dykes fittingly named the tune after a locale
associated with a Biblical shipwreck. Melita was the island the Apostle Paul reached after
his ship went down (Acts 28:1); today we know it as the isle of Malta. In America, Eternal
Father is often called the Navy Hymn, because it is sung at the Naval Academy in
Annapolis, Maryland, and is a frequent selection at funeral services of navy veterans. It is
also sung on ships of the British Royal Navy and has been translated into French. It was
the favorite hymn of U.S. President Franklin Roosevelt and was sung at his funeral in Hyde
Park, New York, April 1945.8

Offertory:  Semper Fideles

John Philip Sousa's Semper Fideles was originally written potentially to be the president's
official march. (Chester Arthur had found Hail to the Chief [ a Scottitelbe
insufficiently dignified). Though neither Semper Fideles nor another tune, Presidential
Polionaise, succeeded in replacing Hail to the Chief, it did become the official march for the
U.S. Marine Corps.9

Methinks | See a Heav  enly Host Billings

A tanner by trade, William Billings was one of the earliest American-born composers. He
wrote popular hymns and sacred choruses of great vitality using simple imitative
counterpoint i hence their designati on adfraifncegand Iack oft
musical training made him relatively independent of European musical fashions. As a
singing master, he introduced the use of both pitch pipe and cello to improve the intonation
of church choirs. Though a song about the nativity, we ar e including
program today because it represents the output of Billings, a very significant early
American composer.10

America (My Country, 0Ti s of Thee) Smith

This perpetual American f avor it e was first publically
Independence Day celebration on July 4, 1832. Originally, there was a fifth verse but the
author later considered its tone too negative toward Great Britain and struck it from the
manuscript. While the text is unique to the United States, the tune is anything but, having
been used by the English, Germans, Swiss, and Swedes with various other sets of lyrics.1!

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| Bought Me A Cat Copland
Soloist: Ed Sheen

By 1950, when Aaron Copland set his first collection of Old American Songs, the golden age
of musical populism and American nationalism was past. The Cold War was in full swing,
creating an atmosphere Copland said was stifling to the creative artist. In arranging two
sets of 19th century American songs for solo voice, Copland may have been longing for a
simpler past. Consisting of 10 songs grouped into two sets (Copland completed the second
in 1952), the Old American Songs present images from American history: the minstrel stage,
politics, children, and religion. Originally written for voice and piano, the songs are also
available in versions for solo voice and orchestra, and many are arranged for chorus with
piano or orchestra.!2

Old Man River Kern/Hammerstein
Soloist: Ed Sheen

Old Man River is from the 1927 musical Showboat (music by Jerome Kern, lyrics by Oscar
Hammerstein). It is the most famous song in the show. 't i s sung by o0deckha
tells of the flow of the Mississippi that continues on perpetually, indifferent to the sufferings

and transitory nature of the people working around it.13

Battle Hymn of the Republic Steffe/Wilhousky

While considered by many Southernerstobedeci dedl y a o Nor tBatderHymrs on g,
of the Republic is a combination of both Northerners and Southerners. The original tune

and lyri ¢ s, which includedathie r @ GIr @awrinten by @ lilllem ISteffe of

South Carolina around 1856. The catchy tune was commandeered by a Boston regiment
early in the Civil War and paired with the lyrics
g r a V% Jufia Ward Howe heard this version and then wrote the lyrics that we sing today.
Admiring the tune, but not the sentiment, Southern loyalists then penned and sang an
alternate text.1s

Stars and Stripes Forever Sousa

In his autobiography, Marching Along, John Philip Sousa told how he composed Stars and
Stripes Forever on Christmas Day, 1896. He had just learned of the recent death of David
Blakely, then-manager of the Sousa Band. Sousa was on a ferry in Europe at the time, and
he mentally composed the march, which he later committed to paper upon his arrival in
America. Although he would conduct performances of it at virtually every concert until his
death, only one recording, made in 1909, survives today. Though not the most widely know
set of lyrics, the ones we are singing today are those that Sousa himself wrote and set to
this tune.16

Washington, Jr. The song was introduced t o the public in the pl ay
night, February 6, 1906, in New Yorkds Herald Squs

The original lyric for this perennial
Cohan favorite came, as Cohan later explained, from an encounter he had with a Civil War
veteran who fought at Gettysburg. The two men found themselves next to each other and
Cohan noticed the vet held a carefully folded but ragged old flag. The man reportedly then

turned t o Cohan and said, 0Sheds a grand old rag.?o

Soloist: Emily Helm

Irving Berlin (1888-1989) immigrated to America when he was five years old. Born Israel

Baline in Eastern Russia, the musician was one of eight children whose parents brought

them to New York. Berlin wrote the song God Bless America in 1918 at Camp Upton for a

comedic revue titled Yip, Yip, Yaphank. However, Berlin soon decided that the solemn song

did not fit with the lighthearted show, and so he abandoned the work. In the fall of 1938,
astheworldwas again being threatened by war, Berlin d
he remembered God Bless America. He made a few edits to the song and on Armistice Day

in 1938, the song was introduced to the nation.!8
