* The Star Spangled Banner   Key  
 
While observing the bombardment of Fort McHenry, Maryland, in 1814, Francis Scott Key 
wrote new words for a well -known drinking song, To Anacreon in Heaven , to celebrate the 
futility of the British atta ck and the American victory.  In 1931, the Congress proclaimed 
The Star Spangled Banner  to be the national anthem of the United States.  
 

Oh, say can you see, by the dawnõs early light, 
What so proudly we hailed at the twilightõs last gleaming? 
Whose broad stripes and bright stars, through the perilous fight,  
Oõer the ramparts we watched, were so gallantly streaming? 
And the rocketsõ red glare, the bombs bursting in air, 
Gave proof through the night that our flag was still there.  
O say, does that star -spangl ed banner yet wave  
Oõer the land of the free and the home of the brave? 
 
On the shore, dimly seen through the mists of the deep,  

Where the foeõs haughty host in dread silence reposes, 
What is that which the breeze, oõer the towering steep, 
As it fitfully b lows, now conceals, now discloses?  
Now it catches the gleam of the morningõs first beam, 
In full glory reflected now shines on the stream:

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* Texas , Our Texas  Marsh/Wright  
 
Texas, Our Texas , was adopted in 1929 by the Texas Legislature as the off icial state song of 
Texas, after being so selected in a state -wide competition.  It was composed by William J. 
Marsh of Fort Worth, and the lyrics were written by Marsh and Gladys Yoakum Wright. 1  
The first word of the third line was originally òlargest,ó until Alaska was admitted to the 
Union in 1959, when that word was replaced with òboldest.ó2

The Presidents Song  Chapel Choir School  Irish Folk Song  

 
The children in the Chapel Choir School sing the names of the 45 presidents of the United 
States to t he Irish folk song Michael Finnegan .  The origin of the music is unknown, the 
earliest documented reference is The Oxford Song Book, Volume 2, Collected and Arranged by 
Thomas Wood  (Oxford University Press, 1927). 3  It is a popular tune often sung around a  
campfire by children to a variety of lyrics including Ten Little Indians , written by American 
composer Septimus Winner and originally published in 1864 .4 
 
 

This Is My Country    Jacobs/Ringwald  
 
Don Raye (words) and Al Jacobs (music) wrote this patriotic s ong in New York in 1940.  It 
became popular in 1942, when it was recorded by Fred Waring and His Pennsylvanians for 
Decca Records.  In his book titled  Songs Sung Red, White, and Blue: The Stories Behind  
America's Best -Loved Patriotic Songs , Ace Collins wri tes, "In a 1940 broadcast, Waring's  
Pennsylvanians did a superb job of bringing  This Is My Country to life.  Letters poured in to  
the network asking the band to play it again and again.  When war did break out , This Is My  
Country became an almost weekly of fering to a nation in need of inspiration.ó5

This song was o riginally titled God Blessed America For Me .  Woody Guthr ie wrote the 

lyrics  in 1940, but the melody itself is t aken from an older Baptist hymn titled  Oh My 
Lovinõ Brother.  There are also different sets of lyrics to tailor this song to Canada, 
Sweden, and Ireland.  In 1966, Guthrie was awarded the United States Department of 

the Interiorõs Conservation Service Award òin recognition of his life-long efforts to make 
the Ameri can people aware of their heritage and the land.ó6 
 
 
* America, the Beautiful  Bates/Ward  
 

One of the best known patriotic songs of our time, America,  the Beautiful  was written by 

Katherine Lee Bates, Wellesley College, in 1893.  The music is by Samuel Ward , an 
organist and compose r.  Along with the natural and biblical imagery there is also a 

reference to man -made wonders.  Batesõ visit to the 1892 Chicago Worldõs Fair with its 

òwhite cityó gave rise to the line describing Americaõs òAlabaster cities.ó7

Summertime  Gershwin/ Robinson  
Soloist:  Sheila Case  

 

The lyrics of Summertime are by DuBose Heyward and  Ira Gershwin.  The song  comes 

from  the George Ge rshwin musical Porgy and Bess .  It is said Gershwin based the  song 

on a Ukrainian lullaby, Oi Khodyt Son Kolo Vikon  (A Dre am Passes By The Windows), 
that he heard during  a New York City performance by Oleksander Koshetzõs Ukrainian 

National C horus.  The lullaby appears several times throughout the musical ʄ sung by 
Clara in Act I and  II and by Bess in Act III. 8   
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Olõ Man River  Kern/Hammerstein  
Soloist:  Ed Sheen  

 

Olõ Man River  is from the 1927 musical Showboat  (music by Jerome Kern, lyrics by Oscar 
Hammerstein).  It is the most famous song in the show.  It is sung by òdeckhand Joeó and 
tells of the flow of the Mississippi that continues on perpetually, indifferent to the sufferings 
and transitory nature of the people working around it. 9   
 
 
 

* Eternal Father  Dykes  
 

In 1860 William Whiting wrote the lyric s as a poem for a student about to sail for America.  
John Dykes wrote the tune  Melita  in 1861.  Dykes fittingly named the tune af ter a locale 
associated with a b iblical shipwreck.  Melita was the island the Apostle Paul reached after 
his ship ran aground  (Acts 28:1); today we know it as the isle of Malta.  In America, Eternal 
Father  is often called the Navy Hymn , because it is sung at the Naval Academy in 
Annapolis, Maryland , and is a frequent  selection at funeral services of navy veterans .  It is 
also sun g on ships of the British Royal Navy and has been translated into French.  It was 
the favorite hymn of U.S. President Franklin Roosevelt and was sung at his funeral in Hyde 
Park, New York, April 1945. 10

The Testament of Freedom  Thompson  

Movement IV:  I Shall Not Die Without a Hope  
 

Randall Thompson was born in New York City in 1899 and died in Boston in 1984. An 
eminent American composer, he was educated at Harvard and was a professor of mu sic at 
several distinguished American centers of musical excellence.  He twice won Guggenheim 
Fellowships and received numerous awards and honorary doctoral degrees from Yale, 
Harvard and the New England Conservatory of Music.   
 

To honor the 200 th  anniver sary of Thomas Jeffersonõs birth, Thompson selected texts from 
Jeffersonõs writings spanning decades of the founderõs public life for inclusion in his own 
new work.  Movement I V is derived from a private letter to James Madison in 1832 where 
Jefferson affi rmed his faith in Americaõs future: 
 

 I shall not die without a hope that light and liberty are on steady advance é 
 And even should the cloud of barbarism and despotism again obscure the science  
 and liberties of Europe, this country remains to preserve a nd restore light and  
 liberty to them é The flames kindled on the Fourth of July, 1776, have spread over 
 too much of the globe to be extinguished by the feeble engines of despotism; on  
 the contrary, they will consume these engines and all who work them.

Offertory:  Variation and Toccata on  òAmerica ó Coke -Jephcott  

 
Dr. Norman Coke -Jephcott was born in Coventry, England , in  1893.  He came to the United 
States in 1911 to be the organist of the Church of the Holy Cross in Kingston, New York .  
After serving at several other churches , he was called in 1932 to be the organist and master 
of the choristers at  the Cathedral Church of S t. John the Divine in New York City, a post he 
retained  until his retirement in 1953.  He was r egarded by his  colleagues as one of the 
worldõs greatest masters in organ improvisation;  he ha d also to his credit more than 20  
published works  including todayõs offertory .11 

 
Armed Forces Salute  Eilers/Fischer/Dick  

Soloist:  Bob Muchmore, U.S. Army Air Corps ( 1944 -1946), stationed at Barksdale Field  
in Shreveport, Louisiana, when The U.S. Air Force  song was introduced.  

 

This tribute to the United States military includes sections from the following official songs 
of va rious branches of the U.S. Armed F orces: The Caisson Song  (the U.S. Army), Semper 
Paratus  (the U.S. Coast Guard), The Marineõs Hymn, The U.S. Air Force , and Anchors 
Aweigh  (the U.S. Navy).  Our octogenarian soloist sings the bridge section of The U.S. Air 
Force, titled òA Toast to the Host,ó which he learned when the song  was first introduced.  
 

Here's a toast to the host of those who love the vastness of the sky,  
To a friend we send a message of his brother men who fly.  

We drink to those who gave their all of old,  
Then down we roar to score the r ainbow's pot of gold.  

A toast to the host of men we boast the Army Air Corps!  
 
America (My Country, õTis of Thee) Smith  
 
This perpetual American favorite was first publically performed at a childrenõs 
Independence Day celebration on July 4, 1832.  Origin ally , there was a fifth verse but the 
author later considered its tone too negative toward Great Britain and struck it from the 
manuscript.  While the text is unique to the United States, the tune is anything but, having 
been used by the English, Germans, Swiss , and Swedes with various other sets of lyrics. 12

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Shenandoah  American Folk Song  
Soloist:  Dan Crowell  

 

The origins of Shenandoah , perhaps o ne of Americaõs most recognizable folk tunes, are not 
easily deciphered.  Like many folk songs, it is  impossible to determine  when the song was 
composed, yet the song probably did not originate later than the Civil War.  By the end of 
the nineteenth centur y, Shenandoah  had achieved widespread popularity, both on land and 
at sea.  American folklorist Alan Lom ax suggested the song was a sea shanty  (also spelled 

chantey, derived from the French word chanter, meaning ñto singò
13

), songs used by sailors to 

coordi nate the efforts of completing chores such as raising the ship õs anchor or hauling 
ropes.  This  songõs first appearance in print was in an article by William L. Alden, titled 
Sailor Songs , published in Harperõs New Monthly Magazine  in 1882. 14 
 

 

Battle Hymn of the Republic  Steffe/Wilhousky  
 
While considered by many Southerners to be decidedly a òNorthern song,ó the Battle Hymn 
of the Republic  is a fusion of contributions by  Northern and Southern  writers . The original 
tune and lyr ics, which included the òGlory! Hallelujahó refrain, were written by William 
Steffe of South Carolina around 1856. The catchy tune was commandeered by a Boston 
regiment early in the Civil War and paired with the lyrics òJohn Brownõs body lies a 
moldering in the grave.ó15 Ju lia Ward How e heard this and  wrote the lyrics we sing today. 
Admiring the tune, but  not the sentiment, Southern loyalists  sang an alternate text. 16 
 

 

Stars and Stripes Forever  Sousa  
 
In his autobiography, Marching Along , John Philip Sousa told how he composed this ma rch 
on Christmas Day, 1896.  He had just learned of the recent death of David Blakely, then -
manager of the Sousa Band.  Sousa was on a ferry in Europe at the time, and he mentally 
composed the march, which he later committed to paper upon his arrival in Am erica.  
Although he conducted performances of it at virtually every concert until his death, only 
one recording made in 1909, survives today.  Though not the most widely known set of 
lyrics, the ones we sing today are those that Sousa himself wrote and set  to this tune. 17 
 
 

* Youõre a Grand Old Flag Cohan  
 
Youõre a Grand Old Flag was written by George M. Cohan for his 1906 stage musical George 
Washington, Jr.   The original lyric for this perennial Cohan favorite came, as Cohan later 
explained, from an encou nter he had with a Civil War veteran who fought at Gettysburg.  
Cohan noticed the vet held a carefully folded but ragged old flag, when he reportedly turned 
to Cohan and said, òSheõs a grand old rag.ó  Cohan recognized a great line and originally 
named his  tune Youõre a Grand Old Rag.  So many objected to calling the flag a  òrag,ó 
however, that he ògave õem what they wantedó and changed the words, renaming the song 

Youõre a Grand Old Flag.18

Soloist:  Emily Helm  

 
Irving Berlin (1888 -1989) immigrated to Ameri ca when he was five years old. Born Israel 
Baline in Eastern Russia, the musician originally wrote God Bless America  in 1918 while 
serving in the U.S. Ar my  at Camp Upton in Yaphank, New York, but decided that it did 
not fit in a revue called Yip Yip Yaphank , so he set it aside. The lyrics a t that time included 
the line òStand beside her and guide her, to the right  with the light from above.ó In 1938, 
with the rise of Adolf Hitler, the Jewish Berlin felt it was time  to write  a òpeace songó and 
revived it. In 1938, Kate Smith  introduced it during  an Armistice Day broadcast of her 
radio show. Berlin had made som e minor changes; by this time,  òto the rightó mig ht have 
been considered a call to the poli tical right, so he substituted òthrough the night.ó He also 

provided an introduction that is now rarely heard , but which  is su ng today. 19
